All boats should be within 2 mile of the pier heads at start until the Tournament Director announces the
start on channel 78 on the radio

All boats must be within the pier heads no later than 1 p.m.

Each boat can run up to 9 LURES at a time

Boats can have as many anglers on them as they desire

All boats can launch and pull boats out and bring their cooler by truck or by boat
All boats must be in-line for weigh in by 2pm

Any citation from the DNR during the event will result in dq for the day

Pro Division
Weigh 5 fish each day can be a mix of any trout and salmon species
Each team can keep their legal limit of fish based on number of anglers onboard

Am Division

Weigh 5 fish over the 2-day event, so you choose after day 1 if you want to weigh 0,1,2,3,4,5 fish and
then can weigh the remaining amount on day 2 to equal 5 fish total

Each team can keep their legal limit of fish based on number of anglers onboard

Ladies and Kids

Kids are anyone under the age of 18 and Ladies can be any age

Men can set lines, grab the rods, and net fish, women and kids must do all the reeling in of the fish
Weigh 5 fish each day can be a mix of any trout and salmon species
